Candidates are requested to mention only the Register Number allotted to them in the space provided for
on the front page of the Main Answer Book. Failure to follow this instruction will entail their Answer Books
being invalidated by the Commission.
CANDIDATES ARE REQUIRED TO BRING THE BOOKS, WHICH ARE PERMITTED TO USE ANSWERING
THE QUESTIONS. GUIDES, DIGESTS OR SUMMARIES AND BOOKS CONTAINING COMMENTARIES

Candidates are requested to answer only the required number of questions. If more are answered, the
last extra answers will be ignored.
